Brief, concrete description of his feat of arms or achievements:

On April 28, 1945, during the capture of the Hohenzollern Canal [and a] bridgehead near Shtupel [approximate transliteration], he was stationed at an observation post and under heavy enemy fire he commanded an artillery battalion (consisting of three of the regiment’s batteries). He destroyed two antiaircraft guns, suppressed two artillery batteries, and killed up to a company of enemy soldiers and officers.
During the fighting on May 1, 1945 near Wustral [approximate transliteration], his battery killed up to a platoon of enemy soldiers and officers, thus allowing for our infantry to push forward unhampered.
He deserves the Order of the Patriotic War, 1st Class.
