On October 12, 1944, during the fighting to seize the town of Nieporęt, he fought at the head of his units, inspiring his troops to follow him. He was the first to rush into the southern outskirts of the town of Nieporęt and cut off the railroad line, in the process killing as many as 40 German soldiers and destroying three heavy machine guns, which were impeding the advance of our infantry.
