Brief, concrete description of his feat of arms or achievements:

Between January 29, 1943 and February 5, 1943, during the fighting with the German-fascist invaders near the village of Sinyavino, comrade A.G. Minakin displayed bravery and courage. Comrade Minakin put a great deal of effort into explaining the significance of these battles and the key role the communists play in battle, as a result of which the battalion was able to successfully accomplish its combat mission of capturing the Kvadratnaya grove and reaching the main road.
Comrade Minakin was almost continuously present among the ranks of the battalion and personally took part in fighting off 12 enemy counterattacks, inspiring the troops and commanders through personal example in the most dangerous combat areas. During these battles he personally killed more than 15 fascists.
During rare lulls in the fighting, under heavy enemy artillery shelling, he put a great deal of effort into clarifying events to the men.
