Brief, concrete description of his feat of arms or achievements:

During the fighting for the town of Fridrikhovka and the train station of Volochisk on March 6, 1944, Guards Lieutenant comrade G. Koblov, a T-34 tank commander, demonstrated exceptionally skillful mastery of his tank.
Firing with great precision and maneuvering his tank ably, he killed up to 15 enemy soldiers and destroyed 12 vehicles. Having rushed toward the station and having reached its western outskirts, he took up a defensive position and held it until the main force arrived, fighting off repeated enemy counterattacks.
For the bravery he displayed and for his exceptionally skillful mastery of his tank, he deserves to be posthumously awarded the Order of the Patriotic War, 1st Class.
