Brief, concrete description of his feat of arms or achievements:

During the fighting with the German invaders near the city of Obersdorf on April 18, 1945, comrade Shkurin and his tank were the first to break through the heavily fortified German defenses, sowing panic among the German ranks. Through his audacious and decisive actions, the tank crew was able to destroy the following using the tank’s guns and tracks: 3 antitank guns, 4 artillery tractors, 3 machine-gun positions, up to 10 trucks carrying military equipment, and as many as 28 German antitank troops.
During this engagement comrade Shkurin was severely wounded.

For his audacious and decisive actions on the battlefield he deserves the Order of the Patriotic War, 1st Class.
