On the night of May 10 to 11, 1944, near Pereyurechtna Nasypi [approximate transliteration] and the Kovel–Kolodezhno road (half a kilometer east of the city of Kovel), he was serving in a reconnaissance outfit tasked with taking a prisoner for interrogation purposes. During a hand-to-hand skirmish he killed 1 Hitlerite and helped Junior Lieutenant Shtak take a prisoner.
He deserves the Order of Glory, 3rd Class.
