Brief, concrete description of his feat of arms or achievements:

During the operation aimed at destroying the encircled enemy garrison in the city of Breslau, Guards Captain Ivanov’s battalion provided artillery support in the field for the 416th Rifle Regiment. Owing to the proper way in which he directed his battalion’s artillery fire during the offensive operations at Breslau, 1 self-propelled gun and 57 machine-gun positions were destroyed; 45 soldiers and officers were killed; 29 fortified buildings were pulverized; 23 machine-gun positions, 3 self-propelled guns, 1 armored personnel carrier, and 3 small-caliber artillery pieces were suppressed; and up to 50 enemy soldiers were dispersed.
