Brief, concrete description of his feat of arms or achievements:

He has been serving in the Democratic Republic of Afghanistan since October 6, 1986.
He is a disciplined and dutiful officer. He is capable of properly organizing the duties of his unit’s men and turning them into a tight-knit military outfit. His unit carries out repairs and maintenance checks in a high-quality manner.
