Brief, concrete description of his feat of arms or achievements:

During the fighting for the socialist motherland he showed bravery, courage, and heroism. Serving as firing platoon leader, comrade Lyalin makes the utmost effort and uses all his talent to educate his men and impart military skills to them. During the offensive of November 3, the battery commander, who adjusted the fire of the tanks, was absent, and comrade Lyalin commanded the battery. Following the artillery barrage, comrade Lyalin’s battery was deployed in direct fire mode in order to destroy the surviving factory shop and troops with direct fire.
During the period he commanded his firing platoon, comrade Lyalin wiped out up to a battalion of infantry, destroyed 7 machine guns, suppressed the fire of 3 artillery and 2 mortar batteries, and destroyed an antitank gun. While commanding the battery on the right bank of the Dnieper River, with the goal of liberating the city of Kiev and expanding the bridgehead, comrade Lyalin fought off 5 counterattacks by enemy infantry and tanks. He destroyed up to a battalion of infantry, suppressed the fire of 2 mortar batteries and 3 75-mm guns, destroyed 12 machine-gun positions, and knocked out and destroyed 1 tank. 5 of our own infantry attacks were supported.
For his heroic deeds in battle, fir his able leadership, for promptly executing his assignments, and for his bravery and heroism, he deserves the Order of Bogdan Khmelnitsky, 3rd Class.
