Having seen frontline service in the Patriotic War since June 1941, comrade Zderchuk has shown himself a son of the Soviet people during the battles for the motherland. Under heavy German aerial bombardment and heavy enemy artillery fire comrade Zderchuk personally brought ammunition and provisions to the frontline positions, in spite of these difficulties. Under his able supervision the vehicles of the motorized company could be saved from heavy enemy bombardment and heavy artillery fire.
