Brief, concrete description of his feat of arms or achievements:

On June 24, 1944, when the enemy defenses near the village of Stupaki were being breached, he took the place of the squad leader, who had been taken out of action, and along with his squad he was one of the first to rush into the enemy trenches on height 190.5, where he personally killed 6 Hitlerites.
During the crossing of the Merichanka River on July 14, 1944 he captured an enemy machine gun and killed its crew, thus enabling our riflemen to advance.
He deserves to be awarded the Order of the Patriotic War, 2nd Class.
