Brief, concrete description of his feat of arms or achievements:

During the fighting on July 28, 1944, Guards Senior Lieutenant Yatsenko’s company was the first to breach the strong German defenses. It started pursuing the retreating enemy troops, following right on their tail. The company was the first to reach the Balupė River, cross it, and seize the main road.

In combat comrade Yatsenko proved to be able to line up his troop formations and exercise battlefield command, as a result of which the company, and along with it the battalion, successfully accomplished their assigned missions.
Comrade Yatsenko was wounded in battle, but overcoming the pain he continued exercising battlefield command. Not until his faculties started to abandon him and he started to lose consciousness was he evacuated from the battlefield.
During previous battles near the village of Suki and the Sinyaya and Ludza Rivers he also showed himself an audacious and able commander, owing to which the company suffered only insignificant losses.
He deserves the Order of the Patriotic War, 1st Class.
