Comrade BYSTRITSKY worked selflessly under mortar and machine-gun fire
in the ferocious battles near town Kovel during 20-30 March 1944.

He and his team repaired 2 M4-A2 tanks and 3 MK-3 tanks. These tanks
were repaired in exceptionally short period and with good quality. During a tank
repair in the field on 29 March 1944, comrade BYSTRITSKY was severely wounded
in an enemy air raid. He didn’t abandon the battlefield, but kept leading his repair
team until he fully collapsed.

For selfless work for repairing combat vehicles in exceptionally complicated
