I. Brief and specific description of the personal feat or merits

  

 The regiment chief drill officer comrade KARGIN lead two cavalry squadrons  

in the combat engagements for the town Ovidiopol and the village Baraboy during 
09-10 April 1944. Advancing in a cavalry formation with cavalry squadrons, he 

captured the eastern side of Ovidiopol town after having defeated strongly fortified 

enemy force. He enabled other cavalry squadrons to enter these settlements. 
Advancing towards the village Baraboy, he commanded the spearhead 

detachment. Comrade KARGIN and his men were met with mortar and machine-
gun fire. Exhibiting courage and bravery, he performed a flanking manoeuvre and 

captured the northern face of the village Baraboy defeating strongly fortified 

enemy force. Being all the time on the forefront line, comrade KARGIN led his men 
by personal example of exemplary conduct. With his firm hand, he personally 

eliminated 14 enemy troops.
