I. Brief and specific description of the personal feat or merits

In the difficult defensive battle during 05-08 July 1943, Junior Lieutenant
PARYGIN constructed 3 command centres for the division commander. On 07 July
1943, after having walked 25km march, he received the order to construct a
command centre near the village Bobrovka, Ponyri district, Kursk region. There
was lack of transport vehicles, such that the lumber had to be brought in by
hands. Inspired by comrade PARYGIN, the soldiers carried the lumber on their
shoulders over the 300-400m stretch, despite the physical exhaustion and giving
out all their energy to the cause. By personal example and exercising his
authority, comrade PARYGIN ensured the construction was finished 2 hours
ahead of the schedule. For excellent execution of the assigned mission, for good
and efficient work of the platoon, he deserves state award medal “FOR BRAVERY”.
