During the period of the combat operations, comrade BINDYUK Andre;j
Petrovich proved his devotion to the Socialist Motherland, his high moral
reliability, and fearlessness.

In the combat engagement near SAPOSHIN, the battery was subjected to a
heavy enemy artillery barrage, killing 9 and wounding 7 of our men. Disregarding
the danger, medic BINDYUK dressed their wounds and pulled them out of the
battlefield.

In the battle near the village PRUSSY, he saved 4 wounded soldiers in a
plane sight of the Germans, while under German submachine gunners’ bullets
swooshing around and artillery explosions.

Comrade BINDYUK is fearless and always present at either the observation
post or the firing positions, which earned him love of his comrades.

For fearlessness and courage exhibited in the battles against the German
