On October 3, 1943, following a preliminary artillery bombardment, the Germans launched a counterattack in the village of Grigoryevka (Pereyaslav Raion, Kiev Oblast). Having encircled the battalion command post, they started firing at the command post. Private Zaborovsky immediately took up a defensive position and fired to the last bullet. When the initial situation was restored, he and a number of fellow troops pushed forward, and delivering heavy fire they killed a considerable number of Germans. Comrade Zaborovsky himself killed 4 Germans and took 1 prisoner, whom he brought back to the regimental staff.
