I. Brief and specific description of the personal feat or merits

On 19.08.1943, he led the operation for elimination of the German garrison,
the German collaborator Policemen, and capture of the glass factory in the village
Bykovka (Zhitomir region). The enemy garrison was completely eliminated. War
trophies captured: 42 rifles, 2 heavy machine-guns, 4 light machine-guns, 11
submachine guns, ammunition, hand grenade, other valuable materiel.

On 08.10.1943, he planned, commanded, and participated in the combat
operations for elimination of the enemy garrisons in the villages Markhlevsk and
Baranovka (Zhitomir region), which were captured by the partisan “KRUSCHEV”
detachment and held for 2 months until arrival of the Red Army main force.

In September 1943, he personally led an ambush operation of a partisan
section near the village Klimental on the main road Novograd Volysnk -
Baranovka. As the result of the operation, 4 enemy vehicles were destroyed, 12
German soldiers and 1 officer were killed, captured 159 shoes and boots pairs,
over 1000 camouflage overcoats, and other valuable trophies.
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In the combat operation in the area around town Kovel during 27-28
February 1944, he led a diversion operation and provoked the enemy’s main force
to act against his unit. This effort allowed to achieve good sabotage results on the
rail way stretch between the stations Povorsk and Kovel.

For effective combat operations against the German-Fascist invaders, I
recommend comrade KOZACHENKO for a state award order “RED STAR”.
