I relay to you hereby copies of the military tribunal sentences for:

1.

Jr. Lt. FOMIN Stepan Grigorievich, commander of mobile anti-tank
detachment, sentenced for loosing instruction documents for NKVD
troops N0499 issued by rear area security office - sentenced for 5
years of imprisonment in a correctional labour camp.

Lt. NIKOLAEV Gennady Vasilievich, commander of mortar platoon of
111 separate mobile detachment, sentenced for unauthorised
absence from the post while being the head of the sentry squad,
consumption of alcohol while on duty - sentenced for 5 years of
imprisonment in a correctional labour camp.

Lt. LOZOVOY Viktor Iosifovich, outpost commander of 124 border
guards regiment, sentenced for criminal negligence towards his
military duties - sentenced for 5 years of imprisonment in a
correctional labour camp.

All three convicts are demoted to privates and dispatched to the

active field forces of the Red Army.

The order stating their exclusion from the ranks will be sent later.

For proper guidance, I ask to be sent to me the text of the order of

the Peoples Commissariat of Defence NO323 on 16 October 1942 and the
commentary explaining the proper procedure of relaying convicted
personnel to penal battalions.

MOKHOV and Jr. Lt. , and

secretary Cpt. of Justice SPEKTOR, without presence of a prosecutor

nor a advocate, in an open court, drafted the case of Lt. LOZOVOY

Viktor Iosifovich 1914, born in the village Chistik, Shevchenkovsky

district, Kharkov region, worker from a poor peasant family, Ukrainian,

married, literate, VKP(b) member candidate 1942, serving in RKKA

1938, not previously sentenced, accused in a crime according to the

article 193-17 section “A” of the criminal code of the Russian Federative

Soviet Republic.

Private KRIVOBOKOV Ivan Aleksandrovich 1924, born on station
Belomegetskaya, Stavropol region, a worker from a worker’s family,
Russian, single, literate, none party member, in RKKA since 1943, not
previously sentenced for crimes according to articles 139 and 193-14
section “D” of the criminal code of the Russian Federative Soviet
Republic.

Considering the material of the preliminary investigation and the court

proceedings the tribunal

DETERMINED :

1. Defendant LOZOVOY, occupying the office of the head of the 4st
outpost of 124 border guards regiment during the period from May
1943 to January 1944, didn’t enforce discipline and committed
criminal negligence towards his direct duties, which was expressed
in the facts: no proper discipline and military organisation was
present at the outpost, service regulations were regularly breached,
unauthorised delegation of daily guarding schedule to the outpost
NCO, release of the old guards with new guards was done not
according the regulations. Apart from that, without permission of his
battalion commander, LOZOVOY left from the outpost to village
Fedora on 31 December 1943, where he spent time until 02 January
1944. During LOZOVOY’s absence at the outpost location and lack of
proper discipline control towards the subordinates, an incident
occurred on Ol January 1944. Breaching the guarding duty
regulations and due to careless handling of weapon, outpost sentry
KRIVOBOKOV Kkilled two privates SHELUKHIN and YURCHENKO.
Defendant LOZOVOY committed a crime according to the article
193-17 section “A” of the criminal code of the Russian Federative
Soviet Republic.
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2. Defendant KRIVOBOKOV was on a guard duty of the outpost on Ol
January 1944 and at 10:00 breached the guarding duty regulations,
which consgisted in pointless reloading of of his rifle, which resulted
in an unintended firing, which killed privates SHELUKHIN and
YURCHENKO. Defendant KRIVOBOKOV committed a crime
according to the articles 139 and 193-15 section “D” of the criminal
code of the Russian Federative Soviet Republic.

On the basis of the aforementioned facts and being guided by the articles
319 and 320 of the criminal code of the Russian Federative Soviet
Republic, the tribunal

SENTENCED :

LOZOVOY Viktor Iosifovich, according to the article 193-17 section “A”
of the criminal code of the Russian Federative Soviet Republic -
sentenced for 5 years of imprisonment in a correctional labour camp
without revoking his civil right.

KRIVOBOKOV Ivan Aleksandrovich, in entirety of his crimes and
according to the article 193-15 section “D” of the criminal code of the
Russian Federative Soviet Republic - sentenced for 5 years of
imprisonment in a correctional labour camp without revoking his civil
right.

Considering inexpediency of isolation of LOZOVOY and KRIVOBOKOV
from the society at the present time, according the commentary #2 to
the article 23 of the criminal code, the sentence execution is to be
delayed until the end of the war. Convicts LOZOVOY and KRIVOBOKOV
are to be dispatched to the active field forces. The convicts are to be
explained, that if they prove themself as steadfast defenders of the
Motherland during front line service, then, if petitioned by a proper
party, they can be relieved from their sentence, or the sentence may be
replaced by a lesser one. Convict LOZOVOY is to be striped of Lieutenant
officer rank.

The sentence is final and cannot be appealed.
