I. A brief, specific statement of personal combat feat or merit:
March 26, 1944: During the advance of our units, Comrade Dats received an order to tighten the battle formation near height 89.7. Despite strong enemy artillery fire on the approaches, Comrade Dats, displaying composure and fearlessness, led the personnel and skillfully maneuvered under enemy fire without suffering losses. He swiftly gathered intelligence and directed fire against a counterattacking infantry from Zaboeva village area, repelling the counterattack, resulting in up to 200 enemy troops being destroyed and scattered.
March 28, 1944: Thanks to precise planning and thorough preparation, Comrade Dats directed our division's fire on a construction battalion and an enemy vehicle column near Dolinkin, destroying up to an enemy company and 7 motor vehicles.
March 31, 1944: When the enemy launched an offensive in the area of Zaboeva village and height 85.1, Comrade Dats was ordered to repulse the attack. Under intense artillery fire, he correctly organized the defense and opened fire timely with two divisional volleys, successfully repelling the attack and resulting in the destruction of up to 300 enemy infantry, 2 tanks, and one main gun.
