I. Brief and specific description of the personal feat or merits

	 In the offensive operations of our army for braking through enemy defence 
during 23-25 January 1945, he was performing evacuation of the dead and the 
wounded from the battlefield. Despite intensive enemy mortar-artillery and 
automatic fire, he provided first medical aide to the wounded personnel of not just 
his unit, but also of other [red. supported] rifle units. In these 3 days, brave 
medical instructor evacuated 13 wounded soldiers from the battlefield.
