I. Brief and specific description of the personal feat or merits

Aide to the Chief of Staff and the operations officer Guards major
PAZYCHKO ensured and provided the brigade Commander with continuous
governance and control of the troops deployed in the field during the combat
operations period 24-30 June 1944.

On 29 June 1944, the brigade camp situated in the forest west of the village
Sychkovo was attacked by a large enemy force, which was retreating and
attempting to escape from Bobruisk.

The brigade rear and supplies units were cut off of the main force and a dire
situation occurred - the enemy was pushing, but the ammunitions were running
out. Following the brigade Commander’s order, comrade PAZYCHKO organised
and led a small detachment, which broke through to the supply units and
returned back with ammunitions. As the result of this effort, the brigade
completely defeated the enemy: captured 1500 prisoners of war and eliminated up

to 1000 enemy troops.
