24. Senior spotter-observer of the 2nd artillery battery Guards private 
first class PEKUR Nikolaj Nikiforovich is bestowed, because when 
the enemy attacked the battery positions in town Bromberg on the 
night of 25-26 January 1945, he was sent to a sector in front of 
the gun pieces and had to protect the artillery crews from the 
enemy submachine gunners, who infiltrated on the flanks. He 
eliminated 4 enemy soldiers forcing the rest to retreat. 

Born 1925, VLKSM member since 1944, Ukrainian, 
in the Red Army service since since 29.09.1943, 
Patriotic war veteran since 25.11.1943, has been 
wounded 1 time, drafted to Red Army by Kozeletskij 
district military commissariat (Chernigov region).
