I. Brief and specific description of the personal feat or merits

	 Comrade NIKITENKO has been educating the personnel in the spirit 
boundless devotion and love to the Motherland and hatred towards the enemy. He 
proved himself as a brave and courageous officer during the summer offensive 
period, whose firm hand enforced iron discipline among the unit troops. While he 
worked in the field among the troops, his personal example inspired the enlisted 
men and the officers for heroic feats. In a enemy defence breakthrough operation 
on 24 June 1944 near the settlement Mikhailovka (Polessie region), he was in the 
field with two artillery batteries, which supported closely our infantry troops and 
were firing at counter-attacking enemy, eliminating 11 German troops. 
	 Providing anti-aircraft defence to 18 rifle corpse on 09 July 1944 near the 
settlement Yakimovichi, he was advancing among the 4th battery and 
encountered an enemy ambush party consisting of tanks and infantry armed with 
automatic weapons.
