Telephone operator, 2nd battery, Guards Private Plyaka Pavel Dmitrievich, during the breakthrough of the enemy's defense line near the village of Budyshki-Dreibudiny, Vilkaviškis region, Lithuanian SSR (Lithuanian Soviet Socialist Republic), on 16 October 1944, the telephone connection between the battery commander and the commanders of the rifle company was damaged. He, crawling under heavy enemy machine-gun fire, corrected the telephone line damage in six places, which contributed the continuous conduct of artillery fire on enemy firing points, that impeded the advance of the rifle company. At the same time, it was destroyed: an anti-tank gun and four enemy machine-gun points.
Born in 1925, Ukrainian, not a party member, participant in the Patriotic War since May 1944, none wounds, in the Red Army since April 1944, inducted by Bashtansky Regional Military Commissariat, Nikolaev Oblast, no previous awards.
