47. Driver of the 5th battery private PRISTYAZHNYUK Sergej 
Arkhipovich is bestowed for the action near the town Heiligenbeil, 
East Prussia, on 24 March 1945. Despite intensive enemy artillery 
fire,  he towed his gun 4 times to an open sights positions and 
later kept delivering ammunitions across the rugged terrain.   

Born 1912, none party member, Ukrainian, in the 
Patriotic war since October 1943, one severe wound on 
07.11.1943, drafted to Red Army in August 1941 by 
Vuksinskij military commissariat, Kiev region. 
Previously bestowed with medal “For Bravery” by the 
decree №011/n on 28.06.1944 by 333 artillery 
regiment, and with medal “For Bravery” decree №09/n 
on 27.07.1943 by 977 rifle regiment.
