	 Senior Lieutenant PAEMURD R.A. exhibited courage and military skill in a 
combat engagement near the manor Pils-Blidienes muiža (Latvian Soviet Socialist 
republic) on 19 March 1945. 

	 While expecting an enemy counter-attack during the night at 05:00, the 
company under his command (32 men strong) with tank support blocked 2 enemy 
bunkers and infiltrated into railway station building, which was turned into a 
fortress by the enemy. Utilising a diversion manoeuvre by his troops, he capture 
crossroad and a commanding height. The enemy attempted a counter-attack, 
which was repulsed with numerous casualties to the enemy troops. Comrade 
PAEMURD eliminated 65 Fascist during the course of the war.
